	Items for Discussion and Possible Actions: 

	QUINCO CVFPB Permit Endorsement Request –
At the request of Mr. Mike Noland, President of QUINCO, Inc., and his engineer Kit Burton, the Board of Trustees determined that this proposed construction of two ramps outside their existing packing house building would have a negligible effect on flood flows and therefore would have a negligible effect on the RD784 levee system. Don Graham moved to approve and endorse QUINCO’s request to modify their existing permit subject to RD784 Standards and Conditions. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Valley Elderberry Longhorn Beetle Legal Update – 
Pacific Legal Foundation filed a petition to delist the Valley Elderberry Longhorn Beetle in September 2010 that final determination was due under the law in September 2011. U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service has yet to issue its 12-month finding. PLF notified the Service that it would be sued by PLF if the 12-month finding is not made in the next 60 days. PLF’s 60-day notice was filed on behalf of landowners and flood control districts who have spent substantial time and money on ESA beetle regulations.

	Truck Bids – 
The District received three bids for New Ford Pickups. Pricing includes standard 3 year bumper to bumper warranty and 5 years on the power train. Bids range from 22,221.72 to 29,322.08. The prices include the trade in credit on the 2003 Pickup.

	Coalition Flood Fight Cache Location Update – 
Yuba College was approached as a prospective sight for the Flood Fight Cache Location.  
 Location site is still pending.

	Horseshoe Levee – Postponed until February 2012

	Unit #1 near Riverside Drive Improvements –
Blocks were placed near Riverside Drive to eliminate access, due to the motor vehicle incursions and damage done to the levees by unknown trespassers. Posts were also installed. Blocks were also replaced behind the old Wal-Mart Levees to prevent incursions. District is trying to coordinate with the Railroad to block areas that are within their jurisdiction. Some erosion areas were noted by the Army Corp. of Engineers. RD784 is aggressively taking action to cease this type of destructive activity.

	Upper Yuba Levee Construction Update –
The construction on the Upper Yuba Levee Improvement project has ended for this construction season. Construction was stopped at the order of the CVFPB except for weatherization. The gates which limit access to the levee were built and locks installed. Landside fence installation is scheduled to begin the week of January 9th 2012 and is expected to take 10 days to complete. Gravel was not placed on the entire surface of the levee patrol road as additional work will be needed during the next construction season. The levee improvements completed to date are consistent with design plans. Cut off walls were installed, the levee rebuilt to its planned height and profile, and landside toe corridors were established. RD784 will be placing blocks at the end of Dunning Street.

	Feather River Levee Fence Update –
CVFPB has given direction to the Board staff, TRLIA and Rd784 staff to work together with the local landowners in the Island Road to Riverside area to establish a way to build the required 20 foot side Landside Toe Access Maintenance Corridor on State owned land. DWR legal staff is currently evaluating options. TRLIA and RD784 staff is actively involved with the process. There will be a community meeting January 10, 2012 from 6:00pm to 8:00pm at the Restoration Center in Linda to discuss options with the landowners. The CVFPB will be meeting in the Yuba County Government Center on January 26, 2012 at 9:00am to consider options and to listen to concerns. Landowners whose land will have to be purchased to comply with the required 20 foot maintenance corridor fall under other State rules. The process to compensate these landowners is ongoing and no final disposition has been formulated at this time.

	Flood Fight Equipment Purchase – 
Don Graham moved to expend funds necessary to purchase Flood Fight Equipment including Life Jackets, Helmets, Tow Bags, etc… Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Field Manager’s Report:

	Projects Completed
1. Placed cement blocks @ Levee 1 just west of the E Street Bridge at the south side of the levee crown and also some on the north side to reduce unauthorized ATV and vehicle passage.
2. New gate constructed @ Levee 1 on the water side of unit one, north of Riverside Ave. (USA ticket #415636).
3. Set cement blocks @ Levee 2 behind the Linda Water Treatment Plant (3 at the north end and 3 at the south end of the levee toe road) per the direction of Steve Fordice and Doug Lofton.
4. CDF continues to work (Mondays and Fridays) on clearing brush and trees from the Clark Canal between PS 2 and Feather River Blvd to re-establish maintenance access.
5. Murphy Rd. Gate painting completed and reflective tape placed on both sides.
6. Vegetation cleared and burned from the water side of the WPIC between the Hoffman Gate and Plumas/Arboga Rd.
7. Under the supervision of MHM, H & H Trenching repaired 5 beaver holes along the WPIC.
8. GEI consultants completed relief well monitoring at wells 3A, 3B, 4A, & 4B.  All lids have been re-tacked  welded shut.
9. Steve Gregory’s goats are currently eating vegetation along the Levee 2 landside of the levee.
10. “Do Not Enter” removable barricade set @ the toe entrance of the levee ramp previously used during construction on the landside of Levee 2 near Rich Road.
11. 5 cement blocks were placed @ Levee 1 on the landside east of the Cemex Plant to block vehicles.
Upper Yuba Levee Improvements 
1. Teichert Construction installed the base rock on patrol roads and ramps needed for this winter (As agreed by RD 784 and DWR per previous job walks & e-mails with all parties involved).
2. Hydro-Seeding has been completed and the non-essential silt fencing has been removed.
3. Teichert Construction & Magnus repaired the erosion area in Segment 1 across from the golf course.
4. 4 levee gates have been installed and pad locks installed. Contractor anticipates starting the pipe fencing installation the week of Jan 9, 2012.  
Pump Stations
1.  Backup generator @ PS # 2 started up for .25 Hrs on the 13th & 27th of Dec (Bi-weekly start-ups).
2. PG & E power was reported lost at PS #2 on 27th of Dec but restored on Dec 28th (PG & E replaced blown fuses inside their transformer). The backup generator was refueled with Diesel. The lithium battery that backs up the SCADA system was replaced.
3. According to the office SCADA system on Dec 28th power was lost at pump stations 3, 6, and the Olivehurst Pump Station.  Lost power tags were called in to PG & E who responded the same day and reported by noon all power was currently restored.
4. Backup generator @ Pump Stations 3 started up for .25 Hrs on 27-Dec (Monthly start-up).
5. Re construction of the 2 backup generators at pump station 6 completed with final start up scheduled for Friday Jan 6th. The lithium battery that backs up the SCADA system was also replaced.
Areas Sprayed
1. PS #7 basin area, surrounding area & fence lines.
2. Lateral 13 between Murphy Rd & Broadway.
3. Woody vegetation along the levee @ Levee 2 was spot sprayed.
4. Broad leaf vegetation growing out of the water in the Clark Lateral between the Olivehurst PS and McGowan Pkwy.
