	Items for Discussion and Possible Actions 

	Elderberry Beetle Law Suit-
Steve Fordice put before the Board the option to participate in the lawsuit brought forth by Pacific Legal Foundation on behalf of their clients against the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service regarding the failure to delist VELB from the federal list of threatened and endangered species. The current total cost of the lawsuit would be $2600.00. There are currently 9 clients total participating in the lawsuit. That would bring the cost as of now to each client $289.00. Don Graham moved to approve the participation of RD784. Robert Shinn seconded the motion. Motion Carried.
OPUD – Well Easement 34 MOU-
The MOU would allow OPUD to move forward in the process of getting water over to the Plumas Lake area. As discussed at the last meeting, it was agreed that the attorney Carl Lindmark would take a look at the MOU first. Carl Lindmark stated at today’s meeting that the MOU should be a covenant to the easement and should be recorded together in order to make this legally enforceable.
