	Surplus Property Resolution – 
Don Graham moved to approve Resolution # 2011-10-01 authorizing Steve Fordice – RD784 General Manager and Rick Brown – RD784 Board President and Trustee as the representatives able to acquire surplus property through the auspices of the California State Agency for Surplus Property and accept responsibility for payment of incidental fees by the surplus property agency under the Terms and Conditions. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes 

	Lateral 5 Proposal Update – 
Lateral 5 had no proposal submitted. It has been left on the agenda.

	Olivehurst Pump Station Professional Services Agreement – 
The Board has agreed to allow RD784 General Manager Steve Fordice to negotiate the contract providing operations and maintenance on the Olivehurst Pump Station with the Yuba County Public Works at the same price it is currently. RD784 currently operates and maintains the pump station at a cost of 15,000.00 per year. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Sonitrol Security Proposal – 
Don Graham moved to approve the motion detection at a lower level of security listed in the Sonitrol Security Proposal. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Upper Yuba Levee Additional Access Ramp at Smith Farms – 
Smith Farms has requested an additional ramp be added on the waterside of the new Upper Yuba River Levee near the middle of the reach being reconstructed. The ramp would allow RD784 personnel an additional access point for operations, maintenance and patrol functions. Staff is recommending the addition of the additional ramp conditioned on Smith farms granting an easement to the District along the farm road running north from the Hammonton-Smartsville Road up to and across the levee. The easement and additional ramp would allow RD784 personnel access to the critical east end of the Upper Yuba Levee without having to drive the entire length of the levee from Dantoni Road. The ramp cannot be added solely for the enhancement of the farm operation. The proposed ramp is located in the area where Smith Farms previously had an irrigation pipe running through the levee prism. Don Graham moved to approve the addition of the ramp across the levee with the condition that the easement would be granted to the District to share with DWR. Robert Shinn seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Office Trailer Update – 
Purchase Agreement signed September 28, 2011. Mr. Heslop contacted the Chico state Construction Club who agreed to build the ADA ramp for a $1,500.00 donation if the District supplied the materials. Mr. Heslop completed the County permitting process. The Linda Fire Department generously waived their fees. Installation Date for the District’s New Mobile Office will be October 11, 2011. 

	Security Update – 
1. Built a Cement Moat around Perimeter of Pump Station 6.
2. Pump Station 2 and Olivehurst Pump Station both have cement in front of the gates.
3. Hired AG Private Patrol for Holiday Weekend for12 hours per day. (Total-36 Hrs.)
4. Farm Security Coalition formed with farmers to hire Armed Security. (Danna, Atwal and Shoei each contracted with AG Private Patrol for a 30 day period).
5. Sonitrol installed monitored motion detection activated system at Pump Station 2 and Pump Station 6 on September 30, 2011.
