	Items for Discussion and Possible Actions: 

	Resolution Adopting 2011-2012 Assessment-
Don Graham moved to approve Resolution No. 2011-09-01 authorizing Additional Benefit Assessment for Operation and Maintenance to County Tax Rolls. The District has established a special benefit assessment to fund operation and maintenance of flood control works within the District’s geographical boundaries, including but not limited to, levees, drainage canals, detention basins, and pumping stations. The District has requested that the County of Yuba include the per parcel benefit for operation and maintenance of flood control works on the County Tax Rolls. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Olivehurst Pump Station Contract – 
The Board is being asked to authorize the District’s General Manager to sign the contract once the District’s Attorney has approved and once the costs of lateral maintenance have been added. The costs of the lateral maintenance is an estimated 15K annual 3 Year Contract. Dave Gothrow moved to authorize. Don Graham seconded the motion.

	WPIC Crack Update – Informational Only

	HDR performed a field reconnaissance with Mr. Dacus and Mr. Fordice on July 20, 2011 in order to observe the cracks that were grouted in early 2011 and to observe existing site conditions. In addition topographic cross-section locations were selected to be surveyed my MHM, Inc. The Field Investigation includes: 
1. Shallow Trench on the landside levee slope transverse to the levee from the crest to the toe.
2. Soil Borings at the levee crest and toe.
3. In-place density testing
4. Laboratory testing of selected samples.
Conclusions regarding the most likely cause of the cracking will be developed.

	Pump Station 3 Acceptance –
Don Graham moved to accept Pump Station 3 as complete and to assume full operation and maintenance responsibilities with the caveat that TRLIA will continue to work with PG and E to resolve additional power issues. Sarbdeep Atwal seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

Don Graham moved to approve Resolution No. 2011-09-02  authorizing and directing Steve Fordice - RD784 General Manager to act on behalf of the Yuba Sutter Regional Flood Fighting Coalition. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

Contractors and farmers are opening the gates in the morning and leaving them open all day. In some cases, the gates are being left open all night and all weekend. Robert Shinn moved to initiate an “Open Gate – Close It Behind You” policy. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Feather River to Riverside Avenue Fence Encroachment Permit Application – 
Parcel Owners have encroached onto lands owned by the Sacramento San Joaquin Drainage District along the east levee of the Feather River, Unit 2 from Levee Mile LM 0.0 to 1.0 and the south levee of the Yuba River, Unit 1 LM 2.1 to 2.2. TRLIA and RD784 will construct a new fence along the true right of way line. They will remove debris and vegetation along the levee toe, do some light grading, and place 6 inches of aggregate base rock to create a maintenance road at the toe of the levee. Robert Shinn moved to endorse the Feather River to Riverside Avenue Fence Encroachment Permit Application. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 5 Ayes

	Sewer Line Encroachment Permit Application – 
Proposed work is to authorize 260 feet of existing 24 inch concrete pipe sewer line which services a motel. Property was acquired from the motel to construct a detention basin. Existence of sewer line was unknown at the time of purchase. Line includes 3 man-holes and 4 valve boxes at the surface. Sewer line is 60 feet from toe of 90 foot wide seepage berm of the Yuba South Levee, Unit 1. Don Graham moved to endorse the Sewer Line Encroachment Permit Application. Dave Gothrow seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote: 4 Ayes 1 Absent (Sarbdeep Atwal had to leave meeting)
